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        Tools for Distance Learning, that have been developed in the Gomel University, are exploited from October, 1999 (http://dl.gsu.unibel.by).  The base advantages of our tools are described in [1], the principles of the tools development are proposed in [2], and the examples of the Distance Learning Tools (DLT) applications for different contests are given in [3]. This paper is devoted to illustration of the DLT applications in the study process of the mathematical faculty of our university as well as for special education of scholars in informatics and programming.    

        Our DLT are based on the modern Internet technologies. So it can be used for distance learning to decrease importance of geographical close positions of students to teachers and study materials as well as to exclude the necessity of participation of students and teachers in the study process at the same time. Moreover, the DLT is used successfully to increase the quality of the education process in our own university. 

       Best of all, the DLT frees the teacher from considerable functions in the study process organization and control. In addition, the DLT automatically provides displaying of current results of the study process, stimulating the students to work hardly to get the best position in the published results.

       At the current time, the DLT are used for studying students of mathematical faculty of our university in the following courses: "Computers and programming" (for first-year students), "The element base of computers" (for third-year students),  "Foundation of computers" (for fourth-year students) .   

       The probe automatic test in English for second-year students of mathematical faculty was organized in January 2002. 

      In addition, the DLT are actively used for special studying informatics of scholars (from 5 to 11 forms) as well as for preparing them to competitions in informatics and programming with help of the following studying and contests courses: "ACM problems", "Preparing for programming contests. Profy",   "Preparing for programming contests. Beginners",  "Introduction into informatics".    

      Annually, the Gomel town and regional olympiads in informatics are using the DLT. In addition, Gomel Computer Science Week (http://www.gsu.unibel.by/gcsw/) is using our DLT to provide the set of contests: in PASCAL/C programming for IBM PC; chess problems solving; mathematics problems solving; digital system design; assembler programming for  microcontrollers Intel 8051/8086, Motorola 68HC05/08, Atmel AVR, Texas Instruments TMS370, Microchip PIC.  

      Now we have more than 2500 registered users from 40 countries.
